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4. In a northern thrust, Joshua 
moved from Gilgal all the way 
to Hazor (Joshua 11).

1. Upon crossing the Jordan, 
Joshua camped awhile at Gilgal, 
then moved to take Jericho and 
Ai. Afterward he returned to 
Gilgal (Joshua 1-8).

2. Joshua made peace with 
Gibeon, then moved through the 
Valley of Aijalon and defeated the 
�ve Amorite kings (Joshua 9-10).

3. From Makkedah, Joshua launched a 
southern campaign against Lachish, 
Hebron, Debir, and Gaza. Victorious, he 
returned to Gilgal (Joshua 10).
